GHIN App Examples
You may receive questions from golfers regarding the strokes off that are being displayed during Four-Ball matches while using the GHIN App. Currently, the GHIN App’s “Play with Games” feature correctly displays the “strokes off” for Four-Ball match play, when the handicap allowance is set to 90% (below left).
However, the GHIN App "Handicap Calculator" feature does NOT correctly display the "strokes off" for Four-Ball match play (below right). If your golfers are utilizing the GHIN App while playing a Four-Ball match, it is recommended that they use the "Play with Games" and “Round Setup” features.
